Below are two of the most popular souvenirs that Down Under Sports partici-
pants take back home with them.

Didgeridoo

The didgeridoo is an amazing instru-
ment invented and made by Austra-
lian Aboriginals. Making a didgeri-
doo is a time consuming and pains-
taking process. It starts with
proper log selection. Aboriginal
craftsmen go into the bush and
find trees that have been hol-
lowed out by termites. They do
this by tapping on the trunks ar
listening for a hollow sound,
much like you might do if you
are looking for a stud in your
wall. Once a tree is deemed ap
propriate it is cut down, and
tested on the spot. It takes somr
time, but the craftsmen have to
clean out the debris left by the
termite before they can actually
play the hollowed trunk. The
logs that pass both tests are th
taken from the bush back to the
home of the craftsmen where
they shape the outside of the
trunk and then cut the instrume
to length. There is no standard
length; the length is determinec
by the pitch the craftsmen want
the instrument to play. Original

Today boomerang throwing is
an international sport, but to Australian from you!
Aboriginals it was a way of life. The
most famous style is a returning boo-
merang. Other common forms of boo-
merangs fly straight and do not return
to the thrower. Boomerangs operate
upon the same principle as airplanes; in our newsletter,
they both use an air foil.
