If certain games are not allowed in
your state or you feel that people will be concerned about playing a game that is usually associated with gambling, opt for some-
thing like Scrabble. Regardless, be sure to explain that there is no cash prize for participating and that the top 3 scores will re-

ceive prizes. Players pay a donationin order to participate in the tournament. Create a flyer announcing your tournament and that
the top 3 winners wild/| receive prizes.
